As a One Planet Living® school, Hill House aim to build 

strong connections, add value, and respond to the needs of our local 

community whenever possible. 

 

Hill House has a thriving, cohesive community of its own where we foster a sense of belonging 

and increased independence, promote self-regulation and discovery, and encourage our young 

people to have a voice.  We aim to achieve this through the school curriculum – where we 

nurture a culture of sustainability and responsibility - and participation in activities in school or 

at home, in cooperation with other schools, and “out and about” on trips and visits.   

 

Through clear governance structures and management systems, we have also been able to 

incorporate One Planet Living principles into Individual Education Plans and staff induction and 

supervisions, as well as our School Development Plan and Quality Improvement Plans. 

 

What have we done so far? 
Work experience at the New Forest Fruit Farm offered the 

chance for some of our young people to spend time in a real 

working environment, helping to recycle pallets and plant out 

seedlings.  New Forest Fruit Farm are a local business 

employing a multi-national team who support biodiversity, eco-

friendly products and recycling initiatives.
